Running unauthorized dental courses by unauthorized authorities/institutions —

regarding

It is hereby informed to the General Public that the Denfal Councit of
India (DCl) has been consfituted by an Act of Parliament lo regufate the
profession of dentistry and also to maintain the highest standards of the Dental
Eduycation in the Counlry. It is statutory and bounden duty of the Dental Council of
India to take such steps which are required to be taken for maintaining the
highest standards of Dental Education in the Couniry. .

2 Moreover, any  dental  qualification granted by  any
person/authority/institution Is not valid unless and until it is according fo the
norms to DCI's Act and Regulations made there under, the respective provisions
of Section 10, 10A and 10B of the Denlists Act, 1948 may be referred fo, in this
regard.

3 However, the information of unauthorized courses in deniistry conducted
in different stales by unauthorized Institutions come {0 the nolice of Dental
Council of India from fime to time which is a cause of serious concern as it
directly pertains fo the health status of ihe individual and the sociefy at large. It
may prove fo be a huge hazard to lhe patients oral and dental health as these
courses might be technically wrong and ineffective. This type of courses/training
might produce fli-trained and incompetent personnel due fo which the freatment
fo the patients might be compromised in standards and quality and also may
require comective refreatment resulting in burden on health and financial
resources. Thus, these types of courses are wrong on moral, ethical and lega

grounds.

4 To run illegal coursefraining to dentists may attract the relevant
provisions of Section 51 and Section 52 of Dentists Act, 1948, which provides for
punishment to such authorities/nstitutions conducting ilegal coursesfiraining to
denfists.

5 The Executive Committee of the DCI In its meeling held on 07.11.2022,
taken the note of the fact thal certain person authorily, Institution are imparting
the dental qualification without any prior and valid permission as confemplated
under the Dentists Act, 1948 and regulations made there under and such person
neither entitled for registration nor entifted for any job and are fiable to be initiated
or taken aclion under section 47 to 49 of Dentisis Act, 1 948 and Revised Dentists
(Code of Ethics) Regulations, 2014 or any oiher law framed by the respective
State under their legistative competence by the respeciive competent authority of
the Stafe so as lo ensure the prevention of such malpractices and also to ensure
that any denfal qualification is awarded in violation of the Dentists Acl, 1948 and
regulations made there under shall not be a recognized qualification for the

purposes of the Denists Act, 1948"
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
